4.3.5.4. The provisions of the work are disclosed at a low theoretical and methodological
level;

4.3.5.5. The material is not presented consistently enough, there are significant logical and
argumentative flaws, there are spelling and stylistic errors that affect the content of the work;

4.3.5.6. The bibliography on the topic of work is limited, the list of references contains
many formal and unused sources;

4.3.5.7. The appendices to the paper have a formal relationship to the material presented
and the conclusions drawn;
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4.3.5.8. There are inconsistencies in structure, length, and formatting (including footnotes,
references, and references);

4.3.5.9. During the defense, the author gave a formal general description of the work, did
not justify the conclusions put to the defense, and answered a smaller part of the questions and
comments, without making gross factual errors.

4.3.5.10. Additional requirements for works of applied nature:

4.3.5.10.1.  The presentation and description of the methods and results of the study are
incomplete, the results presented do not fully demonstrate the author's role in the research
conducted or in the processing of data from open sources;

4.3.5.10.2.  The results of the study are little used in the work, the graphs, charts, tables,
etc. indicate the lack of skill of the author to formalize the results of the study and formally related
to the conclusions of the work.

4.3.6. A grade of "UNSATISFACTORY (F)" is given if:

4.3.6.1. The content of the work does not correspond to the approved topic;

4.3.6.2. The work contains fundamental factual and theoretical-methodological errors, as
well as superficial argumentation of the main provisions;

4.3.6.3. The author made gross factual and theoretical-methodological errors during the
defense.
